PART I: EXPANDED ACADEMIC INDEX (EAI ASAP)

The Expanded Academic Index is a more general, interdisciplinary index (in electronic form) which covers a variety of scholarly and popular periodicals. Go to the Neon Web’s  “Expanded Academic Index” found under the Index to Journal Articles.

Do a subject search on  “medieval architecture”. A box will appear with the number of hits for that topic—how many were there? 103 Records
Do a words anywhere  search for the “Bulletin Monumental”. A box will appear with the number of hits for that topic—how many were there? 1482 Records
To find out which articles about medieval architecture were published in Bulletin Monumental, you need to combine the search for these two topics. Check the boxes to include both topics- remember to mark the “and” for a combined listing. How many articles combine both topics? 23
