Avery Index to Architectural Periodicals

1. Access the Avery Index through neonweb.

2. Do a “simple search” by journal to find articles in the journal Design Book Review.

3. “Send” the entry on Mississippi architecture in order to get a full record. Who is the author of this book reviewed in the Fall 1999 issue?

4. How many articles are associated with subject headings for Charles McKim and his firm McKim Mead and [somebody]? [Do a simple search by subject to bring up subject headings. The number in front of the headings represents number of articles associated with the heading.]

5. Put a checkmark in the box of each subject heading that is relevant. “Send” the search. How many articles are there now?          Why is there a change, do you think?

6. How many articles were published after 1995? [To find out use the “Limit” function.] 

7. So far we have been doing “simple search.” Let’s now switch to “advanced search.” How many articles deal with casinos NOT in Las Vegas? 

8. Put these in chronological order by clicking of the word “Year” [this only works if the number of hits is less than 250]. How many were published in 1999?    What locations (countries, cities) are the articles about? 

9. Use the “Options” command to email these articles to yourself. What “sort order” would you choose and why? 

10. Do a simple search, subject casinos. How many articles are associated with subjects beginning “casinos”?            Sort by date (click on “Year”). What is the year of the most recent article?        Do a simple search, keyword casinos. How many articles did you find?       Sort by date. What is the year of the most recent article?        Look at the subject headings in the articles you found through keyword search, and give one subject-heading-related reason for the difference in hits.

11.  Choose the topic of your choice to search. Note here your search process (e.g. what is your topic, did you do a simple or advanced search, how many hits did you get, etc.). Choose a recent article and note all bibliographic information needed for a citation. Check neonweb to see if we have the journal and issue, and note the call number. [For homework, find the article and copy the first page.]
